The plans for the next meeting in San Antonio are
shaping up very well. Janet, Wes and I have finalized
the contract for our hotel and I believe we have a
location that will please everyone. We have con-
tracted with the Sheraton Four Points, which is
located on the north end of the riverwalk. From our
hotel you simply go down a set of stairs and you are
on the riverwalk. If you walk south along the river it
is six blocks to the Alamo and nine blocks to the
Rivercenter Mall. It is only nine and a half blocks to
Dirty Nellie's Irish Pub, one of my personal favorites.
Ifyou don't like to walk, river taxies can be picked up
at the hotel and you can cruise up the river to the
locations of your choice. There are too many restau-
rants on the river to name, but you can find just about
any type of food or drink that you can imagine.

To give people a feeling for all the things todo in San
Antonio, T have set up a link on our new association
web page that will allow the members to check out
just about everything you could ever want to know
about San Antonio. The web page address is
www.cj.swt.edu/swacj/intro.html; when the page
comesup youcan simply click on "thingstodoinSan
Antonio" and you will find all sorts of links describ-
ing San Antonio. If you have a fast Internet connec-
tion there is even a virtual tour of the riverwalk at
www.ci.sat.tx.us/pio/riviwalk.htm. The virtual tour
can also be located by looking under "Guides to San
Antonio."

The best of the news about San Antonio is that we
have obtained very reasonable room rates. Because
SWT has worked with the hotel before, it has com-
mitted a block of 50rooms at $70 for a single, $85 for
a double and $10 for each additional person above
that. They have even agreed to give us 25 rooms at
this same price for people who want to stay over

Saturday night. These are really great rates since
October is the busiest month for downtown hotels in
San Antonio. To get these rates you must make your
reservations by September 10, 1998 and make sure
to tell them that you are with SWAC] or you will
not get the special rate. If you plan to stay over
Saturday night 1 would call now. The toll free
reservation number is 1-800-28TEXAS. If you do
not get in on the block of rooms at this special rate you
can plan on paying about $200 per night or spending
the night under the IH 37 overpass in a sleeping bag.

If you fly in, you can take the Star Shuttle from the
airport for about $7 each way. If you are driving in to
San Antonio, plan on paying $5 perday parking at the
hotel. For those individuals that wish to look around
the city, the VIA transit system is reasonable and can

" get you out to locations like Sea World and Fiesta

Texas (we will try to get discounts to some of the
common attractions for the conference packets). If
you like live theater, the Majestic Theater will be
within walking distance and you can check their
schedule and  get tickets  through
TICKETMASTER.COM. Most of the Majestic The-
ater events are sold out in advance so plan early.
